Special travel grants will be awarded to delegates coming from 
non-high income countries (see the World Bank list at http://
go.worldbank.org/D7SN0B8YU0 for reference= currently> 
11,456 USD p.a.). To allow more time for travel planning and 
visa applications, these travel grants do not require an abstract, 
but those who have submitted one will be prioritize d. They 
include economy travel, housing and free registrati on. 

Applications must be sent to the Secretary-General with a CV, 
stating your current position and work for children  with dia-
betes. There will be an application fee of 50 USD, which will be 
returned upon arrival in Buenos Aires. The deadline for these 
travel grants is March 15th, 2010.

ISPAD 2010 welcomes the submission of abstracts for ori-
ginal contribution to the ®eld. All abstracts submi tted will 
go through a blind, peer-review process carried out by an 
international review panel. Each abstract will be r eviewed 
by at least two reviewers and the ®nal selection of abstracts 
will be completed by members of the Abstract Review  Com-
mittee.
